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ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL REQUIREMENTS 

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW!

With the coming of spring weather, many homeowners will begin to consider and plan home repairs, maintenance, and exterior structural changes. Many of these changes will, more than likely, require architectural control approval. According to the Bellaire West deed restrictions, architectural control approval is required for items such as, (but not limited to), painting, roof changes, room additions, pools, spas, gazebos or other outbuildings, patio covers, patios and decks, storage buildings, and play structures, as well as other miscellaneous exterior changes.  The architectural control provision is very specific in its requirement to submit an application and wait for approval prior to beginning any exterior changes or alterations.

An ACC (Architectural Control Committee) approval form may be obtained from Rosie Vargas at Genesis Community Management, Inc. @ 713-953-0808.  For any exterior color changes, it is required that a color sample (or swatch) be included with the completed ACC approval form and returned to Genesis Community Management.  Please allow a time period of two weeks for approval.  

Colors for exterior painting must be on the approved color list.  Failure to obtain approval for any exterior paint color prior to the actual painting may result in the paint color being cited for a deed restriction violation during the monthly inspection of the subdivision.  Hence, the homeowner would be required to completely repaint again at his/her expense because the approved colors were not used initially. Homeowners who plan to repaint with the same exterior color will still require ACC approval as some homeowners may not have received ACC approval in the past, and therefore, the present exterior color may not be on the approved color list.

The Bellaire West approved paint color books are at Sherwin Williams, located on the corner of Boone Rd. and Bissonnet, at Home Depot, located on the corner of Bellaire Blvd. and Beltway 8, and at Lowe’s, located on the corner of Kirkwood and Westheimer.  The paint color books are located behind the paint counters at all locations.  It is not necessary to purchase a particular brand of paint as long as the colors that are chosen are a very close match to those in the approved color paint books.

2005 MAINTENANCE FEE

 Bellaire West homeowners should have received a statement for their 2005 annual maintenance assessment fee of $120.00 during the month of November in 2004. Payment was due by January 31, 2005.  Any homeowner who did not make payment by that due date has had a 10% annual late fee added to his/her account.  An additional $5.00 charge is also added to the homeowner’s account for each reminder letter that is sent to them requesting payment.  By law, homeowners are required to pay these fees. BELLAIRE WEST POOL REGISTRATION AND POOL HOURS FOR 2005

Pool registration will be at the Bellaire West Park & Pool Complex @7702 Baneway from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. on the following dates: 

Saturday - May 14, 2005
  Sunday - May 15, 2005
 Saturday - May 21, 2005 

Beginning this year, Genesis Community Management Inc. will be responsible for pool registration.

NOTE:  Maintenance fees must be current to register.  Outstanding charges may be paid at the time of pool registration.

Residents must bring identification (driver’s license), proof of residency (current utility bill), and emergency information (doctor and hospital).  Children between the ages of 12 and 18 years will be required to bring a birth certificate or other ID to show proof of age.  This year, picture ID’s will be made at a cost of  $2.00 per person.  The ID cards will be prepared by Genesis (at their office) and mailed to residents prior to the pool opening.  

After the last registration date at the pool, residents desiring to register for the pool must go to the Genesis Community Management office @ 9700 Richmond, Suite 230.  New tags will be made on Fridays between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m.  If necessary, a temporary pool pass will be issued for use if the ID tag needs to be mailed to any resident. No late registration fees will be imposed. 

Guest passes may be purchased for $10.00 a card. The card would entitle a guest to 10 daily visits and would be punched one time for each visit.

Any resident that loses his/her ID card will need to go to Genesis Community Management Inc. and purchase a replacement ID card for $3.00.

It is important to keep the ID cards in a safe place.  The same ID cards will be used again when registering for the pool next year, and a 2006 sticker will be placed on the ID card at no charge.  Residents needing a new ID card next year will be required to pay the full $5.00 fee.

POOL HOURS

The pool will open Memorial Day weekend, Saturday, May 28th and remain open full time through Sunday, August 14th.  The pool hours are Tuesday – Sunday from noon to 8 p.m.

Pool is closed on Mondays for maintenance.

Exceptions: Memorial Day, July 4th and Labor Day weekends.  For the three holiday weekends, the pool will be open Saturday, Sunday and Monday and closed on the following Tuesday.

After school starts the pool will be open weekends only – August 20 &21, 27 &28th.

The final weekend will be Labor Day – September 3rd, 4th, and 5th. The pool will then be closed for the 2005 season.

RENTER SCAMS TARGET BELLAIRE WEST

There have been reports to Genesis Community Management, Inc. that a group of individuals has been targeting Bellaire West rental properties.  They have hit at least two homes and possibly others in the Bellaire West area.  This particular group of individuals will apparently rent a Bellaire West home, pay with stolen checks, generate a large amount of traffic and have unusually large numbers of individuals in the home at all hours of the day and night.

Please be aware that the homeowner of a rental property is responsible for any issues regarding the property such as deed restriction violations and complaints by neighbors.  Always make sure your tenants are well-educated on Bellaire West deed restrictions.

Always protect yourself and your property by properly screening your tenants.  Set your criteria and consider the following (American Tenant Screen, Inc.): the applicant’s credit rating and check writing history, previous rental history plus references, employment and income, and criminal background history.  Be sure to get a completed and signed application along with a consent form from each applicant.  (Always get the applicant’s consent before you access their private information to avoid possible litigation.)  Don’t forget to check I.D. and compare the I.D. to the application.
