WHAT’S NEW IN BELLAIRE WEST

Effective October 1, Genesis Community Management, Inc. will be replacing SCS Management Services as our new management company.  They are located at 9700 Richmond Avenue, Suite 230, Houston, Texas 77042.  Homeowners/residents will be receiving additional information from Genesis Community Management, Inc. in the next few weeks.

The amended deed restrictions have passed in all eight sections of our subdivision and have been recorded with the Harris County clerk’s office.  Homeowners/residents will soon be receiving a copy of the amended deed restrictions in the mail.  We would like to thank all of the homeowners who supported the passage of these amendments.

BELLAIRE WEST GENERAL MEETINGS

General Meetings of the Bellaire West Community Improvement Association are held quarterly on the second Thursday of the month in January, April, July and October at 7:30 p.m. in the Community Center @ 11511 Rowan Lane between Belle Park and Baneway.  These are open meetings and all homeowners/residents of Bellaire West are encouraged to attend. It is at these meetings that homeowners/residents are updated on the financial status of our subdivision and provided with copies of the most recent financial reports. It is crucial that you attend the meetings if you have questions, would like to voice your concerns, or be informed of events and updates on our subdivision. If you have questions or concerns regarding any issues in our subdivision, we will try to provide you with the information that you request.  Our next general meeting is on Thursday, October 14, 2004 @ 7:30 p.m.  For those of you who speak Spanish only, we will have a Spanish translator for your convenience.

ANNUAL MAINTENANCE ASSESSMENT

In the next few weeks, Bellaire West homeowners will be receiving a statement for the annual maintenance assessment fee of $120.00 for the year 2005.  Payment is due by January 1, 2005, and after the 31st day of January (if the payment has not been received) the account shall be assessed an interest charge of 10% per annum. Some mortgage companies pay the maintenance assessment fee from the homeowner’s escrow account, however, very few of them still provide this service.  Most homeowners are billed directly by our management company.  Any homeowner having questions regarding billing/payment needs to contact his/her mortgage company, and if the mortgage company does not provide this service, it will be necessary to contact our management company. Any resident who does not receive a statement needs to contact Genesis Community Management, Inc. to insure that they have the correct mailing address.  Statements are mailed to the last known address of the homeowner according to information on the association records.  Please be aware that the Bellaire West Homeowners Association incurs the initial cost for the processing and collection of delinquent fees.  However, these fees will then be charged back to the account of the delinquent homeowner for reimbursement.  

NOVEMBER ELECTION AND POLITICAL SIGNS

With the upcoming November election, many political signs will appear in the Houston area and on homeowners’ properties. While these signs may serve a short-term purpose, there have been complaints regarding homeowners who have failed to remove these signs from view since a previous election in the spring of this year. The posting of political signs on properties in our subdivision for months at a time is unsightly, and it is also in violation of our deed restrictions. The City of Houston Code of Ordinances states that political signs can be posted on properties no more than 3 weeks prior to an election, and they must be removed the day after the election.  If political signs are on right-of-ways, medians, etc., please call the City of Houston Sign Administration @713-535-7900 and they will come out to do a sweep and remove the signs.  However, they cannot go on a homeowner’s property to remove them.  The homeowner should remove the signs from his/her property the day after the election to be in compliance with our deed restrictions and city code.  It is ultimately the responsibility of the political candidate to make sure that all of the political signs are removed to comply with City of Houston Code of Ordinances.

“GOOD JOB NEIGHBOR” RESULTS FOR SECOND QUARTER

The second quarter inspection for the “Good Job Neighbor” program was conducted in June, and 223 homes received the “Good Job Neighbor” certificate of recognition which is an increase over the 119 homes previously recognized.  Your pride and effort in maintaining your home was obvious and we wanted to recognize you for doing a good job and let you know it is very much appreciated. To receive a certificate, homeowners/residents must not have any deed restriction violations.  Make sure your property is properly maintained including repair/replacement of any rotted wood on home, maintenance of exterior paint (no fading or peeling), repair/replacement of rotted fencing, yard regularly mowed and edged, shrubs trimmed, no visible weeds in flower beds, etc., and no visible inoperable or immobile vehicles.  A common problem in the Houston area is mildew and algae on brick, trim and gutters which can be removed with careful applications of bleach. The next inspection will be conducted in September for the third quarter.  Let’s see if we can increase the number of certificates being issued again. Good luck. 

PARKING VEHICLES ON SIDEWALKS

While it is against our deed restrictions to park on the grassy area of our properties, it is also unlawful for residents to park vehicles on the sidewalks in our subdivision as they are creating a problem for pedestrians. The City of Houston Code of Ordinances Section 40-11 on obstructing sidewalks states that it is against the law to park vehicles on sidewalks. “It shall be unlawful for any person to in any manner obstruct the use by pedestrians of any sidewalk in the city by placing, depositing, or suffering to remain thereon, or permitting any of his servants, employees or persons under his control, to deposit, place or suffer to remain thereon, any box, material, vehicle or other object whatever.”  For vehicles parked on sidewalks in our subdivision, please obtain the license and a description of the vehicle and report to the Houston Police Department @ 713-222-3131.  This can be reported anonymously.

FREE IMMUNIZATIONS

The Care Van will be providing free immunizations to children 18 years of age and younger who are accompanied by a parent or guardian of at least 19 years of age.
